Welcome to Pacific Alpacas’ 9th season of serving New Zealand Growers.  
Several of you have advised that you are shearing as early as this month. We are 
preparing the personalised Fibre Consignment Receipts and hope to get these to you 
next weeks. Meanwhile, to please find attached: 

1. Recommendations for Presenting your Fibre for Collection 

2. Fibre Grading Guide for Pacific Alpacas 2018 - 2019. 
 

Collection Bags: 
Don’t forget to contact us if you want some Fibre Collection Bags and we will get 
them out to you ASAP (see the box below, point 8).  We would really appreciate if 
you would let us know by 10th October if you want any bags. Remember that these 
bags are free and shipping is free and the bags can be used for 2 seasons. 

NOTES:  

a) Please stuff bags as full as possible with fibre of the same 
sorting code. 

b) Please don’t use one bag per animal unless the fibre is fine (A-
Grade) and needs to be sorted separately. 

c) To work out how many bags you are likely to need just take the 
number of animals you have of each colour grade, divide it by 3 
and round it up to the nearest number. 

d) We send out one bale clip with every bag; please use these to 
close the bags and not staples, rope, tape or any other method. 
If you don’t know how to use them please ask, we have easy to 
follow instructions we can send you.

Once we have collated all this information we will be issuing our expected collection 
schedule for 2018/19. Providing the information we need comes to us quickly enough 
(that’s up to you I’m afraid) then we plan to have this info to you by 30 October.  

Michelle will be phoning every grower in our database (currently more than 740!!!) 
over the coming weeks to get this information from those who don’t send it back by 
email. As you will appreciate, this is a VERY time consuming (and hence costly to the 
pool) process. So please, please help us out and send the information above back 
ASAP via email if possible so she won’t have to bother you on the phone. 

Incentives for 2018/ 2019 
The incentive scheme we adopted last season worked very well and will be continued 
unchanged for the coming season:  

• Collection Points will be paid 25 cents of fibre credits per kg they collect 
($1,849.14 to be paid for last season). 

• Referrals - for every new alpaca grower that is NOT on our database, we will 
pay the referring grower 25 cents per kg for this year’s collection from the new 
grower. ($340.55 to be paid for last season) 

• If you collect more than 500 kg of fibre we will pay you out within 60 days 
($78,325.44 has ALREADY BEEN PAID OUT for last season). 

• If you press your fibre into 120 + Kg fadges we will pay 25 cents per kg pressed 
($526.72 to be paid for last season)
